“The Global Supper” started with an invitation by a Venetian curator that saw my previous work  to create an immersive project inside 

the cloister of the famous church Madonna dell’Orto in Venice, Italy during the 59th Venice Biennale. With over 30,000 visitors 

experiencing this exhibition in 3 months, thousands were deeply moved. The installation initiated dialog, and connected people with 

each other through the sharing of stories and experiences. A seed was planted for a call to action for change.

As a symbol for peace, this installation was picked up by the German Karlspreis Committee, and I was invited to bring “The Global 

Supper” to Aachen, Germany as the main program for the European Karlspreis Award, standing for unity, solidarity, democracy, peace 

and freedom in Europe and the rest of the world. The exhibition was experienced by over 11,000 people in just 10 days and 

reverberated throughout Europe.

The next step: “The Global Supper” needs to travel around the world to be seen by as many people as possible, as a symbol for peace, 

to bring people together, building bridges and community, abolishing borders and division by embracing diversity and global unity. This 

art piece creates a space for contemplation, dialog, and hope, calling for action to work together to find sustainable solutions to global 

inequality, increasing violence, refugee crisis, natural disasters, and  war.

The Story



The Dinner Table:

"The Global Supper", an immersive art installation, presents an inspiring 
vision of peace and humanity, site specific to each world location. 
Numerous long dining tables draped in rich purple velvet create the 
perfect backdrop for this unique “dinner”. Each individual place setting 
represents a country; Everyone has a seat at the table.

At each place setting, a one-of-a-kind dinner plate takes center stage, 
each individually painted with an olive branch, symbolizing peace. The 
wine glass, symbolically filled with red wine, is painted with varying 
levels indicating each country's GDP. These exquisite pieces rest on 
traditional hem-stitched white linen placemats, meticulously 
embroidered with emblems representing each country, and featuring 
hand-stitched outlines of their geographical boundaries.

Humanity is symbolically “served” on every plate through a 3D denim 
face mask, (denim representing the working class). Each mask is 
distinctly embroidered with different words describing Humanity. The 
seating order and mask placement are intentionally randomized to 
ensure equality and inclusivity at the table. 

To provide deeper context, table cards are placed illustrating key 
statistics such as population, environmental indicators, hunger index, 
and other relevant data for each country. These details encourage 
reflection, discussion, and a call to action in addressing global challenges.

The overall experience of "The Global Supper" invites dialogue, time for 
contemplation and hope, as it serves as a powerful catalyst for 
understanding, empathy, and collective action towards a more 
sustainable and peaceful world.



The Exhibition:

"The Global Supper" exhibition stands as a timeless symbol of peace, sparking dialogue and opening hearts and minds to new perspectives. Its 
purpose is to empower and inspire individuals, urging them to contemplate the importance of working together in solidarity to find sustainable 
solutions for the future of humanity and mankind.

“I believe that environments activated through large-scale art projects projecting sensitivity and equitability and 

reflecting the value of its citizens can create empowered people and communities. My work explores the dynamics of 

the human condition, while addressing the motives behind our actions, emotions, movements, and societal issues. 

Getting people engaged and experiencing the art physically offers a different awareness and a better understanding 

while mirroring their own life experiences. It is no longer simply about the artwork itself, but the personal impact it has 

on each individual, and any further change it causes. This inspires me to continue making art with the people, for the 

people, and about the people.”
